2. Commissioner Otsuka shared the following announcements:  

a. The Hawaiʻi Energy Conference and Exhibition will occur at the 
Maui Arts and Cultural Center May 24-25; March 31 is the last day 
for early registration. 

b. The Hawaiʻi Department of Transportation has launched the Hawaiʻi 
Electric Bike and Electric Moped Rebate, which makes rebates of 
up to $500 or 20% of the retail price available for eligible purchases 
of newly purchased electric bicycles and electric mopeds.  
Applicant must be 18 years of age or older, and prove one of the 
following: 

 Participation in a low-income assistance program such as 
the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program or Section 8 

 Do not own a motor vehicle with four or more wheels 

 Current enrollment in a school, college, or university. 
c. The Safe Streets and Roads for All (SS4A) - Notice of Funding 

Opportunity is out and applications are due July 10, 2023. The 
SS4A federal competitive grant program funds regional, local, and 
Tribal initiatives through grants to prevent roadway deaths and 
serious injuries.  City and County of Honolulu Department of 
Transportation and the Oʻahu Metropolitan Planning Organization 
are eligible applicants for developing or updating a comprehensive 
safety action plan.

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 Commissioner Otsuka also included some statistics on 
Oʻahu traffic safety and violence, such as: on average, one 
person dies in a traffic crash every week; people walking are 
overrepresented in fatal crashes and serious injuries; and 
kūpuna are more likely to be killed walking or biking than 
those of other ages.  She noted, “We can't expect people to 
use more climate friendly modes of transportation if they 
don't feel safe doing so.”  More statistics can be found in the 
City's Vision Zero Action Plan.
